Renegade just celebrated its 10-year
anniversary. The Bristol Business Council of
the Greater Elkhart Chamber of Commerce
also just honored Renegade Custom
Coaches with its first town beautification
award on Friday, November 30, 2007.

Since its founding in the Town of
Bristol, the company has grown from eight
to 100 employees. It started out in a
20,000 square-foot building, moved to
100,000 square-feet in the Bristol Industrial
Park and then added a recent addition to
its facility just north of the Indiana Toll
Road increasing the plant area to 220,000
squore-feet.

Renegade produces custom
motorhomes, race car haulers, horse
coaches and trailers, command centers,
kennel coaches and other specialty
vehicles. This unique company was born
and bred in Bristol.

Why Bristol, Indiana? Just ask Sales
Manager for Renegade, Gary Olinger,
“Qur location in Bristol provides us easy
access to the Indiana Toll Road. From the
beginning, we believed being adjacent to
the Toll Road would increase our business,
and it has. Bristol is our town of choice
because we like the small town atmosphere
and values here. | think in a smaller town
we are able to get things
done quicker

with less hassles. That's been critical to our
steady expansion,” he said.

The Advantages of a
Small Town Workforce
Operations Manger for
Renegade, Marc Vanzandt,
credits his workforce and the
pool he pulls from for much
of the company’s success.
“The quality of workers we
find here, and extending
east of Bristol, is so much
better than we found
elsewhere. | think these are
the most dedicated,
professionally
trained group of
workers | have
ever seen. That's
part of the reason
we have such a
low turnover rate.
It's because we
have the
opportunity to hire
skilled craftsmen
that want to stay with us.”
“We have exactly 100 employees.”
Said Vanzandt proudly, “The company just
celebrated its 10th anniversary with an
expansion. This is just a friendly
environment to run a business. If's the same
environment you feel when you're walking
down the street in Bristol. It's friendly and
open. Our employees are
approachable with a very ‘can do’
aftitude. | think this particular small
town mentality is all about doing more
with less people. This town is full over
achievers striving to do the job the
right way. That's why Renegade
fits so well here.”
“We not only build custom
motor homes and trailers we
also build mobile command

units for the government--the Air Force and
the National Guard. We built one motor
home for the President of the United States.
We like to call it ‘Renegade One’”

Vanzandt stated proudly,
“It's his mobile
communications unit.
When he travels, they
load this unit up in a big
C-17 aircraft and fly it
along.”

From these
specialized command units to super high
end trailers designed for the equestrian
show circuit that allow people to travel and
live with their horses, Renegade is a
custom coach and hauler company
catering to a variety of discriminating
markes.

Olinger summed up that Renegade is
all about not being a “cookie cutter”
manufacturer.

“We have some very unique craftsmen
that build our products. We can engineer
and build in a surprisingly short time
period,” he concluded.
